Children all have a reading book which they should read at home daily. They will be heard in school on a regular basis. Please ensure the books are in school daily, along with their reading diaries. 
Reading comprehension skills will also be taught regularly, such as how to retrieve information from a text and how to infer meaning from a range of texts. 



	Maths 
	This term in Maths, we will cover the following:
Counting, number facts, 3, 4 and 8 times tables, multiplication and division facts, as well as the formal written methods, making and describing 3D shapes and angles. 

We will also continue to work on children’s individual targets ensuring personalised provision and progression.
The children will regularly complete maths based investigations to practise their problem solving and reasoning skills. 

We will also continue to focus on times table knowledge and children will continue to enhance and consolidate this with a range of activities including singing, chanting and games. Children will also continue to develop their speed and fluency by completing rapid recall times tables activities. 


	Science


	Food and our bodies: This topic looks at where animals get food from and why it is important, as well as skeletons and muscles. Children will also gain an understanding of different food groups and how to achieve a balanced diet. 
The main focus of each topic is planning and executing scientific investigations, as well as knowledge and understanding of the areas covered.



	ICT (Information Communication Technology)

	We have access to laptops, iPads and iPods in school and spend one lesson per fortnight dedicated to learning and practising specific ICT skills, although the equipment is also available for use in other subjects.

This term, children will continue following a program called Hour of Code.
