Children all have a reading book which they should read at home. They will be heard in school on a regular basis. Please ensure the books are in school daily, along with their reading diaries. 


	Maths 
	This term in Maths, we will cover the following:
Lines and turns, number and place value, column addition and subtraction, fractions, multiplication and division, shape and perimeter.
We will also continue to work on gaps in knowledge to ensure personalised provision and progression.
The children will regularly complete maths based investigations to practise their problem solving and reasoning skills. 

We will also continue to focus on times table knowledge and children will continue to enhance and consolidate this with a range of activities including singing, chanting and games. This term we will consolidate 3, 6 and 9 times tables, as well as learn 7, 11 and 12 times tables. We will be setting biweekly Maths homework electronically through the My Maths scheme, for which a username and password has been sent home with your child.


	Science


	Light: This topic will be focusing on sources of light and that it is reflected off surfaces. The children will also learn to recognise how shadows are formed.
Rocks: This topic will focus on comparing and grouping different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and simple physical properties. The children will also discover how fossils are formed.

The main focus of each topic is planning and executing scientific investigations, as well as knowledge and understanding of the areas covered.



	ICT (Information Communication Technology)

	We have access to laptops, iPads and iPods in school and spend one lesson per fortnight dedicated to learning and practising specific ICT skills, although the equipment is also available for use in other subjects.

This term, children will continue following a program called Hour of Code. This will be taught by Miss Norman.
